Group Contract
General Learner Outcomes:
Be Responsible for One's Own Learning
Understand That It Is Essential for Human Beings to Work Together
Be Involved in Complex Thinking and Problem Solving
Recognise and Produce Quality Performance in the Group


Group Contract:
Regardless of the work place individuals must be able to manage their own behaviour in a group setting. We must be able to work toward group goals, communicate effectively in groups, and demonstrate tolerance for individual and cultural differences. We should recognise that each individual must make a contribution to the general welfare of the immediate community. Sometimes we do not get to "choose" the people you work with. This is a contract that will guide and structure our efforts as a group.

Agreements:
1. I agree to contribute productively to group discussions.
2. I agree to cooperatively plan our project.
3. I agree to complete my share of the work by the agreed upon deadlines.
4. I understand that I can't voluntarily remove myself from the team. I will seek mediation with the trainers or counsellor.
6. I agree that my behaviour towards other members of the team, trainers and counsellor must be appropriate and respectful and I agree to be bound by the complaints process of the organisation.

5. If after due process is followed and it has been found that I failed to fulfil my responsibilities to the group project, I understand that I will be terminated from the group project.
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
